The first Option #1 “Pixar” is an

illustrative study of the basic concepts of
characteristics of Erlton, the rolling hills,
huge trees, access to the river, pathways,
views towards the community, and so on. It
is meant to be playful and uses geometric
shapes that will work with the fiuting to
render a cohesive piece.

The following designs were based on
previous conversations with the community
about the desired topics depicted in the
murals and based on provided color palettes.

Please note that the concepts were
designed with the fluting of the concrete
structure in mind. Due to the “corrugations”
depicting certain detail would be difficult,
which is why no animal life is shown, it
would be difficult to render and have it look
professional.

Option #2 is slightly more abstracted and
is designed to use the fluting to create
different colors with the texture of the wall.
